
Bash Terminal Keyboard Shortcuts for
Control/Process

To control the commands and process the terminal, the following shortcuts are the main keys.

Serial No. Shortcut Keys Functions

1. Ctrl + C Stops the currently running command.

2. Ctrl + D Closes the current terminal.

3. Ctrl + L Alike the clear command clears the whole
terminal screen.

4. Ctrl + Q Resumes suspended commands.

5. Ctrl + S Stops command output to the screen.

6. Ctrl + Z Stops the current command and places it in
the background.
